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Lincolnôs professional baseball team carries a unique name that represents, in part, the history and heritage of Lincoln and the 

surrounding area.  At the time Lincoln was being settled, salt was a precious and expensive commodity, much the same as grain 

or flour. As caravans of settlers moved across the plains, they stopped to buy quantities of salt as a dietary necessity, as both a 

seasoning and as the only way to preserve their cured meats during their travels.  Emigrants and settlers alike traveled hundreds 

of miles to Lincoln to replenish their salt supplies.  A creek found near the village of Saltillo became the most heavily traveled route 

along the Oregon Trail.  Without a doubt, salt was a driving force behind the settlement and growth of Lincoln.  The reference to 

ñdogsò is not limited to one meaning, but rather incorporates several.  It pays homage to the early settlersô relentless (and dogged) 

pursuit of a place to call home.  It honors the native coyote and the wild canine that roamed and thrived along the Salt Creek ba-

sin.  Finally, it refers to the ñdog daysò of summer, when the game of baseball is played on warm nights and sun-drenched after-

noons.

Dugouts & Bullpens:  The Saltdogs dugout is on the third-base side, with opponents on the first-base side.  The dugouts are 

recessed concrete ñbunkers,ò mostly below ground level and well back from the field.  Permanent camera wells are on the outfield 

side of both dugouts.  Both bullpens are out of play, with chain link fences along edge of playing field.  The Saltdogs bullpen is left 

of the third base line, while the Visitors bullpen is beyond the right field fence. 

 

Fences & Field:  The outfield fences are eight feet tall, and the upper part of fences are chain-link with a padded rail.  The upper 

rail is the top of the fence, but colored green, not yellow.  Both sides of the park have wide foul territory areas.  The ballpark tarp is 

stored in its own wall recess on the first base side, and the recess is considered out of play.

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Once considered part of the ñGreat American Desert,ò Lincoln today is a flourishing oasis for business and culture.  The city was 

founded as the village of Lancaster in 1859 by a group of prospectors hoping to build a salt industry from the basin of what is now 

called Salt Creek.  Not long thereafter, the group turned from salt mining to agriculture, which would become the mainstay of the 

economy.  When Nebraska gained statehood in 1867, most of Nebraskaôs population lived south of the Platte River.  For the 

ñSouth Platters,ò who had to cross the Platte to do business in the capital city of Omaha, the journey was an arduous oneðso it 

was no surprise when they voted to move the capital seat as far west as possible. 

 

On the same day Nebraska became a stateðMarch 1, 1867ðLancaster replaced Omaha as the state capital and was renamed 

ñLincolnò to honor the nationôs 16th president, who had been assassinated just two years earlier.  This caused quite a stir among 

some of the stateôs residents, whose sentiments were somewhat mixed regarding who should have won the Civil War.  

 

Lincoln continues to be the seat for Nebraskaôs state government today.  The skyline is dominated by the State Capitol, designed 

by famed architect Bertram Goodhue and constructed from the same Indiana Limestone used to build the Chrysler Building in New 

York City.  The Capitol took 10 years to build, and was later declared the Fourth Architectural Wonder of the World by American 

Institute of Architects.  To this day, the Capitol is home to the Nebraska Unicameral, the only one-house, nonpartisan governing 

body in the United States.

The Saltdogs named Bobby Brown, former Amarillo Thunder-

heads manager, manager for the 2016 season. Under Brown's 

leadership, Amarillo sold five players to MLB organization from 

2013-15, with two of them reaching the big leagues. 

 

David Peralta hit .352 in 42 games for Brown's Amarillo club in 

2013 before being signed by the Arizona Diamondbacks. Less 

than one year later, Peralta reached "The Show," where he 

hit .286 with eight home runs and nine triples in 88 games. In 

2015, Peralta hit .312 with 17 home runs and 78 RBI and led 

the National League with 10 triples. He finished 10th among 

N.L. offensive players in WAR. 

 

"We are excited to add Bobby to our coaching staff," Saltdogs 

President/GM Charlie Meyer said. "With his knowledge and 

experience in the American Association, he'll make a very valu-

able asset to our organization." 

 

Brown led Amarillo to a 52-48 season in 2013, and a 134-165 record overall in three years as manager. 

 

John Holdzkom pitched for Amarillo in 2014, and finished that season pitching for the Pittsburgh Pirates, 

where he went 1-0 with a 2.00 ERA in nine games. 

 

A San Luis Obispo, Calif. native, Brown managed Abilene of the North American League in 2012 and 

was the hitting coach for San Angelo in 2011. Brown played professionally for eight seasons, spending 

1997 in the Kansas City Royals organization, and played collegiately at the University of Oklahoma. 
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#38 DAN REICHERT , PITCHING COACH ñ3rd season  

2016 will be Reichert's third season as pitching coach for Lincoln after serving in 

the same role during the 2013-14 seasons. The 39-year old is a former first 

round draft pick out of University of the Pacific and pitched five seasons in Major 

League Baseball for the Royals and Blue Jays. Reichert played for the Saltdogs 

in 2007, going 7-5 with a 4.50 ERA. 

   

 "I love the fans out here, the front office, they are some of the best in the coun-

try," Reichert said. "I'm very excited about getting this club together to win anoth-

er championship." 

 

Reichert grew up in Turlock, Calif. but has made Lincoln his home since 2007. The right-hander played 

professionally for 14 seasons, including five years at the Big League level and 2011 in the Chinese Pro-

fessional Baseball League. He played his final season in 2012 for Southern Maryland of the Atlantic 

League. 

  

 

#26 TOM CARCIONE , HITTING COACH ñ1st season  

The Saltdogs named Tom Carcione ("car-see-OWN"), a 10-year professional 

player and 15-year coaching veteran, as their new hitting coach. 

 

Carcione played 10 seasons as a catcher and corner infielder after being select-

ed by the Oakland Athletics in the 10th round of the 1988 MLB draft out of Texas 

A&M, reaching as high as Double-A. After wrapping his playing career with the 

Sioux City Explorers in 1998, Carcione was hired as an assistant coach for the 

Fargo-Moorhead RedHawks in 1999 and has been coaching ever since. 

 

The 49-year old from Chicago most recently served as Director of Baseball Op-

erations at Northern Illinois University in 2015, and had been an assistant coach at NIU for three sea-

sons prior. 

 

Carcione spent two seasons as pitching coach for Sioux City in 2006-07 and handled managerial duties 

for the Ottawa Rapidz (Can-Am League) in 2009.
